Regular classes end at 7:30 PM, followed by Church's AWANA program
starting at 7:40 PM (starting in early September). Students participating in
AWANA can be picked up from the church at 9:00 PM.

6:20 — 6:40 PM: Dinner

6:40 — 7:30 PM: Class 2

7:30 PM: Parents pick up or students join AWANA (AWANA starts at 7:40
PM, from early September)

Date and Time: August 11th, 5:30 PM, NRG Classroom

On the first day of school, all students and parents will gather to meet the
teachers. Students will move to their respective classrooms with their teachers.

. Registration Fee Payment

Registration fees can be paid in cash or by check (payable to New Life Korean
School, please include students' names in memo), and can be paid at the check-
in table on the first day of school.
